St Teresa’s is an average sized primary school situated in Heaton, Newcastle, catering for pupils aged 4-11. Pupil premium funding is below national average (22.5%) and those who do not have English as their first language is high (32%)

At St Teresa’s we are committed to ensuring that all pupils, including those with special educational needs and disabilities (SEND), receive their right to a high quality and accessible curriculum. Children’s all-round development is paramount to us and we endeavour to provide children with a wide range of experiences and opportunities so that they experience success and are well equipped for the future.

Our aim is to provide all children with the best possible outcomes in preparation for life- long learning. We believe it is important that children acquire skills, knowledge and confidence that can be applied to all future learning experiences, including social, physical and spiritual development. We endeavour to raise aspirations and expectations for all pupils, including those pupils with SEND by working in partnership with parents/carer and listening to pupils.
Children with Special Educational Needs and Disabilities at St Teresa’s School are supported to reach the highest standard they possibly can. This is made possible through careful and thoughtful provision for children with Special Educational Needs. Regular monitoring and pupil progress meetings support the assessment and next steps for pupils with Special Educational Needs and Disabilities. All SEN pupils have targets set on their individual SEN Support Plans. These are reviewed termly in a formal meeting with the school SENCO or at a parent’s evening. The outcome of bespoke and recommended interventions are recorded on the SEND Support  plans.

Two pupils were each given a one-day exclusion due to their behaviour. Both of these pupils have an EHCP and both exclusions were given in the autumn term; none since. 
One pupil has had five separate temporary exclusions over the course of the year, ranging from one day to five days. This child has an EHCP. The last temporary exclusion was given in the spring term. 

Next Steps
Ensure that attendance for pupils with SEND remains high and continue to support parents in getting their children to school every day through the school’s attendance initiatives. Continue to encourage the use of breakfast club.

This service provides, advice and support at any stage of a child or young person’s education, and provides an Independent Supporter for families in the process of getting an Education Health and Care Plan. Parents are fully informed in the review process. Written information is in accessible formats and sufficient notice is given for meetings to enable parents/carers time to prepare. We collect the views of parents/carers in a variety of ways.
